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We welcome back our community and hope everyone had a safe and enjoyable spring break. The semester is rapidly nearing its completion and there are many events upcoming that will require the cooperation of the community.  When major events are scheduled, such as the spring concert, major lecture events, step shows, fashion shows, Greek week, etc, we look for assistance from our community to ensure these events are safe.  The police, or Events Services, or Student Development, or Plant Management need the cooperation of all the students and groups that organize these events.  We want to be able to accommodate all requests so that you enjoy your time here at Stockton.  With your cooperation and assistance, working together, we will safely accomplish the presentation of all of these events.

As the warmer weather approaches, much to everyone’s delight, we want to remind our students of responsibility.  As safe as we try to make this campus for you, we can not prevent individual acts of irresponsibility.  If you intend on drinking alcohol, we request you drink responsibly. If you are with friends and they are consuming alcohol at a quantity that is dangerous, stop them.  If someone is going to drive a car after drinking alcohol, stop them.  Do not get into a car where the driver has been drinking, stop them.  It may not be “cool” to stop the irresponsible act, or person performing that act, but it indicates a level of maturity that is very often exhibited by our students.  We thank these students for helping us keep this campus the safe and secure environment it is.  We also remind all of you of our “good Samaritan” policy.  If someone has consumed alcohol in dangerous quantities, contact us and we will get the care that person needs, as it may be life threatening.  You will not be in trouble for reporting this to the police or Housing, in fact, you may be saving the person’s life.

Some annual college alcohol facts are listed below:

· 500,000 students are assaulted as a result of alcohol
· 70, 000 students are involved in alcohol related sexual assaults

· 75% of college sexual assault victims were intoxicated at the time of the assault
· 1,400 students die in alcohol-related deaths- 80% die in motor vehicle accidents
· Practice responsibility

We remind our residential students that if you are inviting a guest to your dorm or apartment, and that guest is staying past 10pm, you need to register that guest and their vehicle with Housing.  This is very easily accomplished on a computer and will take several minutes. Print out the guest pass for your friend, who must have it with them while in public, and print out the guest pass for your friend’s vehicle.  The vehicle pass must be placed on the driver’s side dashboard of the vehicle.   Any person that is found on campus after 10pm who is not registered with a residential student, may be subject to arrest for defiant trespassing and their vehicle may receive a citation.  Please help us with this regulation as it is there for your safety as well as the safety of the others in the residential areas.   
TIP OF THE WEEK:  Whether on campus in a residential area or an academic area, when a fire alarm activates, move quickly, without panic to an exit. Do not use elevators, always use the stairs.  Always be aware of at least 2 exits from your location.  Assemble at a location far enough away from the building that your presence is not impacting emergency response.  Residential students have designated points of assembly, so follow those directions.  Our fire suppression systems work very well but your cooperation with those systems is imperative to prevent injury.
